OFFICIAL MINUTES OF LIONS DISTRICT 27-D1 CABINET MEETING

Called to Order at 11:50 A.M. by District Governor Lion Ken Hamilton.

The pledge was recited and then Lion Ken called upon PDG Rev. Harvey Frye to lead us in singing “God Bless America” followed by a prayer of invocation. Lunch was served at 12:05 P.M.

D.G. Lion Ken Hamilton reconvened meeting at 12:45 P.M. He then introduced Peter Cerniglia to make a presentation of a $75,000.00 grant award to the U.W. Health Lions Pediatric Clinic from Lions of District 27 D-1. Lion Peter explained that it was presented on Saturday at a fund raiser sponsored by the Lioness Clubs of Madison Monona, Cottage Grove, McFarland, and Waunakee Westport where they raised nearly $ 7,000.00. That will put our District very near our objective and he urged Clubs that intend to contribute to the Pediatric Fund to do so soon for their name to appear on the donor board at the U.W. Clinic. D.G Ken Hamilton then presented Lion Peter with the check in an amount of $75,000.00 for delivery to the U.W. Pediatric Eye Clinic.

D.G. Ken had correspondence from Lions International that Lion Val Roberts had successfully completed training at the Leadership Institute for Lions for public speaking and leadership. Lion Val stated that it was very beneficial to her and she recommended it to others.

The minutes of the November 06th, 2005, meeting had been distributed before hand, DG Ken asked for action on the minutes. Motion to approve minutes by Lion Jay Morretti, Lion Dick Leverentz 2nd, minutes approved on a voice vote. 

· Lion Pete Taylor, Cabinet Treasurer, presented the financial reports. The materials were reviewed and approved as presented. Handouts were available for all in attendance. Administrative Fund, total miscellaneous revenue of $64,393.29, disbursements of $58,253.57, net income of $6,139.72. Activities Fund, transfers and revenue $54,576.71, total expense of $17,235.72, balance of $39,415.99. We also have District convention fund balance of $2,511.97, and the State convention fund has a fund balance of $812.00. Total all accounts of $48,879.68. Lion Gene Francis motion to approve Financial Statements, Greg Johll 2nd; motion approved on voice vote.  Financial Reports are on file with the Treasurer. 

· D.G. Ken said that we still have the ballots from last year’s election and asked could they be destroyed. Lion Steve Schaefer motion to destroy the old ballots, Lion Jerry Sherwin 2nd. Motion approved on voice vote. There are also many old audiotapes that are just taking up space. Lion Roger Babcock motion to destroy tapes, Lion Steve Schaefer 2nd, motion approved on voice vote.
· Lion Bob Faliveno asked about any available discretionary funds for a resident of Verona, Kurt Zerbachen, whom has suffered dissecting stroke and could benefit from a W.A.G.S. dog to assist in his daily living. This would require an expenditure of $4,000 according to Karen Fletcher in her e-mail. This gentleman has been disabled for the past six years. This generated discussion regarding the fact that there is nothing in the budget for such expense. The Verona area has had numerous donations and funding projects toward this. In an effort to get this open for further discussion Lion Roger Babcock motioned to donate to this cause, Lion Dale Boness 2nd. Further discussions pertaining to this request both pro and con. Suggested that area clubs could possibly put forth their own effort on this project. Many concerns about setting a precedent if the District Cabinet would do anything toward this. After much discussion the motion was defeated on a voice vote. No further action from this group. DG Lion Ken suggested that regional and zone chairs may want to take this message and plea for support to their local clubs seeking some financial assistance for the Verona Club to be able to help this individual.
· Lion Arlen Milestone called attention to needing a ballot for the 27 D-1 Convention for two changes in the by-laws Page 30 – Appendix A – Sub Section 1, Article 3 – elections District Governor and Vice District Governor: “All nominations by clubs must be filed with the District Governor by midnight January 1st “. Page 31 Appendix A-Sub Section 2- Officer Qualifications: Wisconsin Lions Foundation Director – Multiple District 27 D-1 Article 4 Nominations and election (Section 1): Candidates for Director- Wisconsin Lions Foundation: item 2 “All nominations by clubs must be filed with District Governor by midnight January 1st.” 

· Lion Glenn Hauge, PDG, reported on Wisconsin Lions Foundation and some important dates to remember. Youth service awards are due by March 1, 2006. Sports raffle for the kids begins on March 16th and drawing will be on September 16th, 2006. Local clubs keeps half of the income from this. Workday is set for April 29th and there will be plenty of work to do, always a great time. WLF will be represented at the State Convention in Middleton. July 21st, 2006, will be the 50th anniversary of the organization of the WLF at Stevens Point. On July 23rd, 2006, will be Lions Camp open house with chicken dinners and on August 9th District 27 D-1 will work with New Berlin Lions Club at the State Fair in Milwaukee for distributing candy and collection of money.
· Lions Pride, an endowment program, as reported by Lion Steve Hauge, has established a 5-year campaign with an objective of  $25million.
· Lions Eye Bank, Lion Roger Babcock, due to the increase of eye donations we are in need more lab space & personnel. The eye bank has applied for matching grant money of $75,000 from LCIF, so all donations from Lions Clubs and others will be used for the matching fund until that goal is realized. There are many needs including Haag lamp, jewett refrigerator, additional computer work stations, etc. The donation of eyes is increased with anticipation of up to 800 cornea transplant tissue for 2005-2006.

· Lion Barb Verbitsky congratulated the four clubs that sponsored the fundraiser on Saturday. She also reported that Mineral Point Lioness has disbanded, but even with their loss the Lioness are experiencing growth in the District. They have obtained a mother of a child that was born with no eyes to speak at the convention, and all are invited to attend.

· Lion Jerry Sherwin, PDG, reviewed the plans for the District convention on March 10th & 11th. Detailed the plans for food and drink, and other items of interest for that event. There will be meats and meatless snacks and also diabetes health food booth for anyone that prefers these items. Also talked about pin trading options and other social items for Friday night. There will be various finger foods available also. He then told of three contending sites for bowling tournament this year, which are Waunakee-Westport, DeForest-Token Creek and Cottage Grove. McFarland Lions is a candidate for the 2006 District golf outing. Lion Steve Schaefer explained the ads space that will be available in full page, half page or quarter page ads for the program. All information will be available at zone meetings. Lion Mike Tiber will put together power-point presentations for the convention. Lion Rev. Frye’s daughter will provide music for the dinner program.

·  Lion John Jenson, report on State Convention, the program is mostly complete and everything is falling into place, with the emphasis on youth this year. Still hashing out some things for Friday night hospitality events. Lion Bob Irvine regarding selling ads for the program, which could be an opportunity for local clubs to raise some funds from the sale of those ads. It will take many volunteers to help with registrations, etc. More information will be published in the upcoming newsletter. Lion John Jenson reported on the International Convention that will be in Boston on June 30th through July 4th , 2006. The convention will kick off with a parade on Saturday morning. The deadline for early registration is January 31st, which can be done online, after that there will be a slight increase in registrations fees.

· Lion Gordy Brandt, there was much discussion regarding future convention at Antiqua Bay in Wisconsin Dells. The discussion pertained to the fact that District 27-D2 is vying for the same weekend as ours, which is the first Saturday after the second Friday for their District convention in 2007. Lion Bob presented me with information pertaining to the convention site at Antiqua Bay. 
· Lion Rob Sherman, Merlo report that there are 8 or 10 region and zone chair positions to be filled and requested that someone would step up to fill these slots. They are still looking for a candidate for Vice District Governor for 2006-2007. If he is elected as District Governor then he will be talking to individuals to fill his Cabinet positions, and encourage people to consider being part of his team. The annual mid winter conference will be held in Stevens Point next weekend and he encouraged anyone who could to attend if possible, it is a very good session. Explained a survey that will be distributed to local clubs to evaluate where each club could make their meetings more enjoyable. Training sessions will be upcoming for new officers in each region of the District, and said that for the Secretary and Treasurer to be eligible for 100% awards they must attend trainings.

· Lion Ray Ropers, Diabetes Chairman related that diabetes costs and related illness affect our State at the rate of $4.3 billion/annually. He has been asked to make the Wisconsin Legislature aware of the magnitude of diabetes in our State. 

· Lion David Hineline, they have vision screening has been very active, Beloit 400 children, Stoughton 74, McFarland 24, Waunakee had 210 with 7 referrals. Clubs should let Lion Dave know of their vision screening activities. There will be opportunities at the convention for people to become re-certified to do the vision screening. He has set up training with Tammy for April 29th, which will be listed in the newsletter. They also have vision-screening cameras available at $500.00 each plus $1200.00 to retrofit them, which makes them a very good price compared to new.

· Lion Steve Knapp, hearing conservation program to date has only received slightly over $1,000.00 this year, which has been from only 10 clubs. There is a need for additional funding and it is suggested that each club contribute $4.00/member to help fund the program. Without additional funding they will be unable to service the needs, and in fact next year would only be able to provide for 2.5 hearing aids. Lion Jerry Schmitz had 5 clubs that contributed to the program.

· Lion Bill Kilian, Leader Dog was credited with doing a very good job last year and was presented with a 100% certificate by DG Ken. 

· Lion John Hopkins, Leo’s report. Potosi Lions club will be sponsoring charter night soon for their Leo Club and also West Grant Leo’s. Lion Rick Deluge also reported on Leo activities in Lake Wisconsin. There will also be special events for the Leo’s at the District Convention. 

· Lion Gene Francis, reported on the Youth Exchange Program, there are three going overseas, two from Cuba City Leo’s Club. There is a girl from Albany that will be going to Austria this year. There is a need this July for a host family for youth exchange of youth from other Countries, if anyone is interested it can be arranged.

· Lion “Doc” Esser, LCIF report, has presented a check to Dr. Jones in amount of $12,000.00. LCIF is donating toward Melvin Jones awards, 5 or 6 at the $500.00 level.

· Lion Dennis Gullickson, Peace Poster contest was held recently with three entrants. DG Ken has the results from the judges, an Albany Club participant finished second in the State. A participant from Brazil won the International contest. 

· Lion Gordy Brandt, Youth Outreach. Youth Banner Patch Program is available to all Lions Club who have participated in youth activities, which include Leo Clubs, Youth Exchange, Peace Posters, Youth Camps, Lions Quest and Youth Centers.

· Lion Dick Leverentz, our District 27 D-1 will be featured in the April publication. Articles must be in by March 1st, send these direct to the editor but also let Lion Dick know that you sent them in.

· Lion Chuck Basford, web site information. The site has listed 3839 visits from June through December of last year and 574 hits in January. Many of these visits have been from outside the area. Encouraged members to use the site to communicate with Lion groups such as the cabinet.

· Lion Rob Sherman requested that they will need a Quest Chair person for next year and suggested that this should be a teacher. If anyone knows of an interested person please let him know.

· Lion Jerry Schmitz, since last cabinet meeting has held zone meetings for R4-Z3 & Z1 and attended Z2 meeting. He is working with all 10 clubs to increase membership. He is also getting prepared for District Convention and officer training will be held on April 26th at the Dodger Bowl in Dodgeville.

· Lion Bob Faliveno, he has attended three zone meetings, visited with Bellville Club and the Verona Club. He also attended the U.W. Campus Club charter night and has presented that Club with seed money from the Verona Club in addition to promoting Lions camp, diabetes awareness and vision screening. The Campus Club has a student studying optometry and she is very enthusiastic about vision screening program. Region two had an increase of three members in the past period with one member drop being deceased. 

· Lion Greg Hienen, Region one, Zone 1, he has completed his 1st visits to each club. Did orientation for two Beloit evening clubs. Some of his clubs are beginning their fund raisers or thinking of ways to raise money.

· Lion Jean Francis, has attended several zone meetings to talk to Women in Lions. She would like to encourage all the clubs in our District to take advantage of the entrance fee rebate program for spouses and former members and get more women Lions members in our District.

· Lion Resa Norwood, reported that activities for the holidays were geared toward helping families in the area with food baskets, sponsoring families and donations to food pantries. She attended West Grant club meeting where they had 75% attendance and installed a new member. There are various fund-raisers planned for her zone including birthday-anniversary calendar. She plans to visit 2 clubs in February.

· Lion Val Roberts R1-Z2 reports that clubs continue to struggle with membership gains/drops. Their fund-raisers & activities have been successful. She will encourage participation and attendance at the conventions and leadership training.    

· The next District 27 D-1 Cabinet meeting will be on Sunday, March 12th, 2006, at 9:00 A.M. at the Governor Dodge Motel in Platteville. A continental breakfast will be available.
· Meeting adjourned at 3:00 P.M.
